Listed below are the general rules for the program.
The goal is to be safe, have fun, and respect each other and the equipment. These rules are in place to help reach that goal. Please review the
program rules with your child, and both sign at the bottom.
General Rules

1. Always wear your life jacket except in classroom
Always look out for your teammates
Listen to and follow the staff’s instructions
Leave it as you found it or better- Shipshape
Entrance to the clubhouse building and beyond the protective fence is strictly prohibited.
No participant is to ever be alone while on the Belle Isle Boat House grounds
Rule of Three: No 2 people alone. Must be a minimum of a staff member and 2 participants

while on the Belle Isle Boat House grounds. Report any concerns to a staff member
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No running on the docks

No running into things with the boat
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11. Don’t jump on or off boats. Do step on or off carefully

12. No open toe or leather sole shoes

13. No glass containers

14. If a crew member accidentally falls off boat your instructor will direct the recovery

15.  If the boat accidentally capsizes stay with the boat, your instructor will direct the recovery

In addition, please be aware of the following:

e  Participants should give their full attention while an instructor is giving a lesson

e  Participants attention should be focused on sailing and sailing related activities

e  No foul language, swearing, or bullying of any kind will be tolerated. Any inappropriate behavior should be reported to a staff member
immediately.

o  Any medical attention that requires more than a band aid will result in a call home.

e  Violation of any of the above will result in a call home. There is no set consequence procedure, as participants are expected to adhere to these
rules.
